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actors from the David Glass Ensemble do together with children who are
in difficult situations. They have worked with refugees and victims of child
abuse all over the world, mostly in South East Asia, but also in Europe and
South America. Three or four actors from the company spend a period of
time, usually three or four weeks, starting from games, drawing and
singing to develop the children’s confidence and give them a sense of
security. Out of the childrens’ drawings, and from talking to them, the
actors identify some of the children’s problems and ideas, and then they
develop a play based on these ideas. Sometimes they have made short
films. Sometimes the plays are a series of sketches and songs. Sometimes
the plays tell one story.
